March 9, 2009 
 

Members Present:  Pam Fiechtner, Anthony Morrissey, Heidi Morrissey, Michelle Vilhauer,  Char Hager, 
Pearl Holt, Brent Klipfel, Darlene Mohr, Janet Shilman and Cindy Kocabinski. 
 

Pam called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm and had the opening prayer.  She asked everyone to look over the 
February meeting minutes and asked if there were any corrections to be made.  None were found, so the min-
utes were approved. 
  

Pam reported that the executive committee had met on February 27 when they went over the compensation 
package to be offered to Pastor Bill.  Pastor Jim’s last Sunday with us will be on Easter Sunday, April 12.  
Both he and Pastor Bill will be here that Sunday.  As a thank you to Pastor Jim, he will be paid for the whole 
month of April.  There will be cake served on Palm Sunday, April 5, and everyone is invited to stay and thank 
Pastor Jim for all he has done for us.  Pam also reported that she had met with the office assistant to do an 
evaluation and give her some training so she could start learning to do more of the duties.  
 

Properties Team:  Brent reported that the parking lot will be cleared (if necessary) on Wednesdays and Sun-
days. 
 

Youth & Family Team:  The last day of Kidz Connection will be on May 6.  There will be a skating party that 
night.  Teacher appreciation will be held on Sunday, May 3.  Confirmation Day for the 8th graders may be 
moved from May 24 to May 17.  They will talk to Pastor Bill about this after he gets here.  VBS will be held in 
late July to early August.   
 

The kids going to New Orleans this summer will only need to raise $700-$800 more if they get the expected 
$1,500 from the pancake feed. 
 

Worship Planning Team:  They are making final plans for the Good Friday and Easter sunrise services.  They 
are also working on procedures for lights and sound.  Anthony will bring the procedures next month. 
 

Congregational Life Team:  The annual pancake feed will be on Sunday, April 19.  Ellen Dinger is again ar-
ranging for help and donations.  Prices this year will be $5 for adults and $2 for kids.  The committee is also 
working on a picture poster for new members.  The funeral for Paul Henjum will be this Thursday at 2:00 pm 
at Bethlehem.  All food will be donated, but volunteer servers are needed.  Anyone who can help is asked to let 
Pam know. 
 

Treasurer’s Report:  Darlene reported that the building fund balance is now approximately $13,000 and should 
be paid off in October or November of this year.  We are within budget so far this year.  Pastor Bill’s move 
will cost approximately $7,200.  We had originally budgeted $3,000 toward moving expenses, but the team 
agreed to share the extra $1,200 with Bethlehem.  MaryAnn Sperle and Janel Ellingson did an audit on the 
books and found everything to be in order. 
 

Pastor’s Report:  Pastor Jim was not present, so there was no pastor’s report. 
 

There are two synod events coming up in April.  The Northern Plains Conference will meet on April 18 at 
11:30 am at St. Paul’s Lutheran in Java.  There will also be a Stewardship Seminar on Monday, April 27, at 
6:00 pm at American Lutheran Church in Huron.  Pastor Bill will go to both.  Pam will go to the Stewardship 
Seminar.  Anyone else interested in attending either event can let Pam know. 
 

Our next meeting will be April 13 at 6:30 pm.  This will be Pastor Bill’s first time with us. 
 

The meeting was adjourned at 7:00 pm with the Lord’s Prayer.
