Meeting was called to order at 6:35pm, Pastor Bill opened with prayer.

Minutes from July 13 2009 meeting were reviewed, motion made by Janet Shilman and seconded by Barb
Kelly to accept minutes.

Treasurers report: Profit/loss records were reviewed. Although we are behind on budgeted giving there is still
money in the bank, due to less paid out for pastoral during the 2009 interim period. There is $3600 in an
escrow account, used when we had to pay taxes/insurance on the parsonage. This account will be closed,
and the balance transferred to the general fund.
